Logging In

If you hold a valid Friends' membership, or are a Vanbrugh supporter, you will need to log in to 
your account before you select your tickets in order to access any pre-sales or discounts which 
you may be entitled to, depending on the production.
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To login using a mobile device, select the drop-down menu at the top 
left of your screen and click the ‘Account’ button at the bottom of your 
screen. You will be taken to a page where you can enter your email 
address and password.

To login using a desktop, select the 'Account' button on 
the bottom-left of your screen. You will be taken to a 
page where you can enter your email address and 
password.

If you haven't got an account with us, select the 'Register Now' button and fill in the details to create your account.

Forgotten password at login

If you have not logged in prior to choosing 
your seats, you will be prompted to do so 
at checkout.

If you have forgotten your password at this 
stage of your booking, you can request to 
be sent a passwordless link to login to your 
account by selecting the ‘Send me a link to 
login’ button.

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Logging In

Express Checkout

If you have not entered your email address or 
logged in prior to choosing your seats, you will be 
prompted to do so at checkout.

If you are booking for the first time with an email 
address, you will automatically be taken to our 
Express Checkout option.

Here you will be asked to fill out some personal 
details but will not be required to setup a 
password for your account.

When making any future bookings with the same 
email address, you will be prompted to create a 
password.
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Your Account
Once you've logged in, you will be taken to your account page.

Here you can edit your personal details, contact preferences and change your 
password.

You can also see your orders and keep track of your tickets.

To return to the main website, or start making a booking, click on the Yvonne 
Arnaud Logo at the top left of the page.
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Selecting Your Event
There are several ways to view the events which are on sale, and to filter these events to find the 
ones you want.

What's On
To view all the shows which are on sale, select 'What's On' from the sidebar. You may need to navigate between pages if we have lots on 
sale. You can move through the listings by clicking the numbers or using the arrows at the bottom of the page.

Filters
You can also find the event you want by using one of the three filters at the 
top right of your screen.

Clicking 'By Date' opens a calendar to let you choose the events you wish to 
view. You can select options such as 'Today', 'Tomorrow', 'Next 7 Days' or 'Next 
31 Days'. You can also select your own timescale by clicking on two dates and 
then 'I've picked my dates' to see all events between your two chosen dates.

Search Bar
You can search for a show using the search bar which is located at the bottom left of every page.

Click on 'By Venue' to select whether you wish to view events in the Main 
House, or the Mill Studio.

Clicking on 'By Genre' allows you to filter events, depending on 
what kind of show you would like to come and watch!
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Selecting Your Event
Once you have found the event you wish to find out more about, or book for, you have two options.

If you wish to view more information about the event, click on the image or title to go to that event's webpage.

When you are ready to book your tickets, you can select the 'Book Now' button either from the 'What's On' page, or 
the show's webpage.

This will bring up a list of all 
performance dates and times, simply 
select 'Book Now' next to the 
performance you wish to book for.
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Choosing Your Seats
When you have selected 'Book Now', you will be presented with this screen, which allows you to choose where you wish to 
sit in the auditorium.

You can see the prices for tickets in each section by looking at the table of prices on the 
bottom of the page.

Seats are colour coded.
Grey seats are unavailable and different prices are different colours.
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Choosing Your Seats:
Understanding the seating plan
There are several elements to the seating plan, here's what they are:

1. Hovering over seats with an 'i' icon will reveal 
any important information regarding this seat.

2. Clicking 'View From Seat' at the bottom of the seating plan, will give you an 
overview of the view from different areas of the auditorium.

3. You can also zoom in/out and move around the seating plan 
by clicking on the magnifying glass.

4. The key on the seating plan 
highlights all entry points, 
steps and safety 
barriers throughout the
auditorium.

Please take care when choosing 
your seats, ensuring you 
fulfil any access requirements
or seating preferences
within your party.
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Choosing Your Seats:
Adding seats to your basket
To select your seats, just click on any available seats and press continue at the bottom of the seating plan. 

When you hover over a seat, it will tell you the row, seat number and the price.

If there are multiple prices for a seat, for example a concession is available, the 
next page will allow you to select a price level using the drop-down menu.

If you change your mind about the seats you have 
selected, you can clear them by clicking 'Change My 
Seats' on the next page.
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Ticket Refund Protection

Once you’ve added your seats to your basket, the next page will ask you whether you wish to add Ticket Refund Protection to your order. 
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If you decide to continue without protecting your tickets, click 
‘Continue To Basket’.

To add protection, input the number of tickets you wish to protect and 
click ‘Add To Basket’ and then ‘Continue To Basket’.



Your Basket
In your basket, you can see a summary of the tickets you are purchasing and edit or cancel them.

If you wish to add tickets to any other shows, you can either go back to our 'What's On' page, or 
search for the show in the search bar at the bottom left of your screen.

You can also access your basket at any point via the bar on the left of your screen.

If you have been provided with a Promotion Code to 
access a special offer, you can enter the code in this box. 
Your offer will then be applied to your tickets.

If you wish to pay with a Theatre Token, please click 
here before proceeding to checkout.

Any valid discounts, such as advance tickets and 
members discounts will also apply here.
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You may also be given the option to pre-order items, 
such as programmes, in your basket.

Once you are happy with the tickets in your basket, click 'Checkout' to proceed to the next step.

Checkout

1. Here you can choose your ticket delivery method.

2. At checkout, you can also add a donation to your booking. This donation will go directly 
to supporting the theatre.

If you are donating for the first time, you will be asked to confirm if you can claim Gift Aid 
on your donation. If we already have a Gift Aid declaration from you, you will not be 
asked again.

3. You will be asked to confirm your contact preferences with us 
by ticking the boxes on your screen.

4. Please take the time to review your order summary and 
ensure you have booked the correct performance and date.

Using a gift voucher

If you have a gift voucher to use, you can enter your gift voucher number in this box to redeem it.

If you already have credit on your account, please tick this box to use the balance towards payment.

5. You will then need to tick the box at the bottom of the page 
to agree to our terms and conditions of sale.

Once you have agreed, select 'Continue' to go to the payment 
screen to enter your card details.

If you wish for your card details to be stored for 
future purchases, please tick this box.

You will then need to enter your billing address 
details.

Please then select 'Continue' to proceed to 
payment.

Next you will need to enter your credit or debit card details and select 'Confirm Payment' 
to complete your order.

You may be required to authenticate your purchase via your online banking app. Please 
ensure this has fully processed and your order has been confirmed.
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You're all booked!

Your tickets are now booked. You should receive an email confirmation and your tickets (if you selected print at home tickets) 
shortly after your booking is confirmed.
